
 

2009 Summer Camp Policies and Procedures 

Check In/Out Procedures:   Your signature will be required to sign your son/daughter in and out of camp 
each day.  Should someone other than you be picking up in the afternoon, please provide a written 
release stating that person’s name and relationship to your child.   

Early Drop Off/Late Pick Up:  For your convenience we are offering early drop off and late pick up 
options.  Early drop-off is from 7:45-8:45 and late pick-up is from 3:30-5:00.  Fee is $5 per day per early 
or late options - $25/week for either option.  One early/late fee assessed per family. 

Emergency Contact Form:  Please print and fill out the Emergency Contact Form that is posted on our 
website under “Forms” at carolinacourts.com.  Please bring completed form with you on the first day of 
camp. 

Lunch:  Campers can bring a bagged lunch/drink.  Lunches can be refrigerated at the facility.  Please 
label with camper’s name.  Campers also have the option of purchasing a lunch from one of our 
sponsors for $5 a day.  Please place your lunch order at check-in – cash only please.  The following 
restaurants will be providing lunch on the following days: 

Monday – Donatos – 2 pizza slices/drink or 1 slice/bag chips/1 drink 

Tuesday – Wendy’s – choice of hamburger, cheeseburger, chicken nuggets, chips, and a drink 

Wednesday – Chick Fil A – choice of chicken sandwich or chicken nuggets, chips, and drink 

Thursday – Salsaritas – 2 chicken or beef tacos, chips, and a drink 

Friday – Donatos - 2 pizza slices/drink or 1 slice/bag chips/1 drink
